   5. County Councillors Report – Cllr. B.Williams commented on the following:
   Tourism in the County brings in an additional £1.8m with approximately 1.6m visitors each year.

   County Cllrs. are to be allowed an additional £20,000 on their budget for highways problems, the county community fund of

   £7.500 for each councillor is to be closed from 1st April 2019.
   The connect bus service has been reinstated on a 2 year trial.

   The school crossing warden are to remain under the present conditions.

   South Staffordshire is experiencing an influx of new job vacancy with many businesses expanding and new businesses

   opening in this area.

   Cllr. B.Tarbuck commented that work on Broad Lane had commenced on Monday 11th February, some gullies had been

   cleared but some required additional work which would have to be reprogrammed for a later date.

   Cllr. W. Fisher commented on the development in Hobnock Road and asked Cllr. Williams how the section 106 agreement

   monies would be spent and on what if any would come to Essington.  Cllr Williams commented that he did not have the 
   information but he would find out who was dealing with it and pass on the details.  Secondly Cllr.W Fisher asked about the

   i54 development and funds being used for Wolverhampton transport, Cllr. Williams replied that he did not this information

   and advised Cllr Fisher to contact SSC planning department .
   Members discussed the outstanding highways work in the parish, were very little or no work has taken place.
