Long Lane – Teddybears Nursery – The Chairman commented about concerns raised regarding several potholes on the parking area, these have now been filled.
Long Lane - Open Space –Electrical Container. – The Chairman commented on the extremely poor condition and proposed that £10,000 be benchmarked to replace the container with a smaller brick building, members discussed the condition and agreed to set aside the funds.
Long Lane – Wyrley FC – The Chairman commented that none of the promised work has been carried out, the clerk will chase up.
High Hill – The Chairman commented on a recent meeting with the club, the club have attained £80,000 in grant funding to carryout extensive refurbishment of the internal clubhouse and install solar panels outside.
ECC – The Chairman commented on the condition of the front car park and proposed that monies be benchmarked for this purpose, along with the proposal for an overspill carpark at the rear of the site, the carpark was discussed by Members and agreed.
Bar Facilities – The Chairman commented on recent development with the bar provider imposing a £50 surcharge on all bar bookings payable by the hirer at the time of booking, Members discussed the bar facility and  agreed to look into other means of providing the facility.
Tearoom – The Chairman commented on ongoing progress of the facility.
Brownshore Playgroup –The Chairman confirmed that 50% of the arrears had been paid.  Members raised concerned about the lights being left on in the evening, the Chairman will contact them. 
Blocker – Members considered the quotations for the work to replace the blocker with a barrier, Councillor Peter Lever proposed the quote from a local company seconded by Councillor Winston Haddon and carried.  The Chairman confirmed that appropriate signage would be erected to confirm the eligibility of using the car park and the procedure for exiting.
