ROF Site Access Featherstone Members discussed the 3 concepts A B & C, concepts A & B will affect Essington and the 

Parish Council will object to A & B because it will mean the removal of an ancient forest, it will come directly by Moseley Old 

Hall a heritage site – impact on openness – impact of residential amenity.
